The meals are done in a bring and share fashion. Each member of the trip will work with a partner and buy (before hand) a meal or two to be prepared on the trip. Meals will be assigned to each trip member. We have a gas stove and cooking gear, but all food that should be kept cold should be put in coolers with ice for the drive up. 

It is usually warm on the river, so a swimsuit, shorts, a cotton shirt and lace up tennis shoes or river shoes are all that is usually needed on the river or while hiking.  The evenings and morning cool down somewhat, but it is rarely cold. It would be best to pack all your camping gear, and cloths in a duffel bag, as they are easier to transport.  Please bring a good supply of waterproof sunscreen, SPF 15 or above.  We get a double dose of sun because it reflects off the water.  If you bring a tent, put it up before the trip to make sure you have all the necessary parts.

To get to the Klamath River, take Highway 101 north to the 37 junction. 

Take Highway 37 towards Vallejo to connect with Highway 80 east. (By Marine World)

Take 80 east to Highway 505. 505 will go north into Highway 5. 

Take Highway 5 north through Redding and Yreka. It is a good idea to fill up on gas in Yreka, because it is cheaper then on the river.

Turn west on Highway 96, eight miles north of Yreka.  From here, the Highway will follow the Klamath River and in about 66 miles, you will arrive in Happy Camp.

Drive through Happy Camp and as you’re leaving town there will be a bridge across the river. Make a left on Elk Creek Rd. and go across the bridge, then turn right and head down stream. You will come to a fork in the road go to the right. In a short distance Curly Jack campground will be on your right. Look for a white Jeep with a gray trailer. You should have cell phone reception in Happy Camp, so if you can’t find us just call 415 847 9179.
